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2. LEARNING OUTCOMES

From a methodological point of view, the proposed approach is an interesting example of
building a scientific object on a subject that is extremely sensitive and modern. On the other
hand, through the elaboration of the necessary work the students are exercised, inter alia,
in drawing up the abstract resulting from the reconstruction of the work of the author, with
different requirements according to the theoretical or not nature of the text. Also in the
process of setting up and presenting a thematic dossier, in relation to the subject of the
specific work they undertake.

3. COURSE CONTENT

Presentation of the seminar

Economic migration is a relatively recent phenomenon in Greece. After the fall of the so-
called socialist regimes, the country experienced significant migratory flows from these
countries. During the 1990s, these flows intensified, migrant candidates entered the
country quite often with a tourist visa. The purpose of this seminar is to present the basic
immigration theories on the one hand and to explore the living and working conditions of
economic migrants in Greece, the economic and social characteristics of the particular
population. It is also worthwhile to outline the implications of the presence of economic
migrants in the country, to answer a number of important questions about (i) the impact of
migration on social, demographic and cultural levels; and (ii) developments and changes On
the structure of the economically active population.

Indicative Issues

In the context of this seminar, texts on classical and contemporary theoretical
interpretations of the phenomenon are proposed, but mainly texts presenting the findings
from field studies related to the migration phenomenon in Greece (interdisciplinary
approach).
